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GLOSSARY OF DEFINITIONS

ILLINOIS BOARD OF HIGHER EDUCATION
DATA BOOK

The following definitions are arranged in alphabetical order:

AMERICAN INDIAN OR ALASKAN NATIVE. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North America and
who maintains cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition.

ASTAN OR PACIFIC ISLANDER. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia, the
Indian Subcontinent, or Pacific Islands. This includes people from China, Japan, Korea, the Philippine Islands, American
Samoa, India, and Vietnam.

ASSOCIATE DEGREE. An award that normally requires at least 2 but less than 4 years of full-time equivalent college work.

BACHELOR’S DEGREE. An award (baccalaureate or equivalent degree, as determined by the Secretary, U.S. Department of
Education) that normally requires at least 4 but NOT more than 5 years of full-time equivalent college-level work.

BLACK, NON-HISPANIC. A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa (except those of Hispanic
origin).

CIP (CLASSIFICATION QF INSTRUCTIONAL PROGRAMS). An NCES publication that provides a numerical

classification and standard terminology for secondary and postsecondary instructional programs.
COMMUNITY COLLEGE ENROLILMENT.
Community college enrollments are divided into the following three categories:

Continuing Education - Students enrolled in General Studies (NCHEMS PCS code 1.5) and Vocational Skills (NCHEMS
PCS code 1.6) programs and students enrolled on a course only basis.

Pre-Collegiate - Students enrolled in Adult Basic Education (NCHEMS PCS code 1.7), Adult Secondary Education
(NCHEMS PCS code 1.8), and English as a Second Language (NCHEMS PCS code 1.9) programs.

Undergraduate - Students enrolled in Baccalaureate-Transfer (NCHEMS PCS code 1.1), Occupational/Technical
(NCHEMS PCS code 1.2), and General Associate (NCHEMS PCS code 1.0) programs, but excluding students enrolled on
a course only basis.

CREDIT. Recognition of attendance or performance in an instructional activity (course or program) that can be applied by a
recipient toward the requirements for a degree, diploma, certificate, or other formal award.

CREDIT COURSE. A course that, if successfully completed, can be applied toward the number of courses or credit hours
required for achieving a degree, diploma, certificate, or other formal award.

DEGREE-SEEKING STUDENTS. Students enrolled in courses for credit who are recognized by the institution as seeking a
degree or formal award. At the undergraduate level, this is intended to include students enrolled in vocational or occupational
programs.

DOCTOR’S DEGREE. The highest award a student can earn for graduate study. The doctor’s degree classification includes
such as Doctor of Education, Doctor of Juridical Science, Doctor of Public Health, and the Doctor of Philosophy degree in any
field such agronomy, food technology, education, engineering, public administration, ophthalmology, or radiology.

FIRST-PROFESSIONAL CERTIFICATE (POST-DEGREE). An award that requires completion of an organized program of

study designed for persons who have completed the first-professional degree. Examples could be refresher courses or additional
units of study in a specialty or subspecialty.
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FIRST-PROFESSIONAL DEGREE. An award that requires completion of a program that meets all of the following criteria:
(1) completion of the academic requirements to begin practice in the profession; (2) at least 2 years of college work prior to
entering the program; and (3) a total of at least 6 academic years of college work to complete the degree program, including prior
required college work plus the length of the professional program itself. First-Professional degrees may be awarded in the
following ten fields:

Chiropractic (D.C., D.C.M.) Osteopathic Medicine (D.O.)

Dentistry (D.D.S. or D.M.D.) Pharmacy (Pharm. D.)

Law (L.L.B. or I.D.) Podiatry (D.P.M., D.P., Pod.D.)

Medicine (M.D.) Theology (M.Div., M.H.L., B.D., or Ordination)
Optometry (O.D.) Veterinary Medicine (D.V.M.)

FIRST-TIME FRESHMAN. An entering freshman who has never attended any college. Includes students enrolled in the fall
term who attended college for the first time in the prior summer term. Also includes students who entered with advanced
standing (college credits earned before graduation from high school).

FIRST-TIME GRADUATE-LEVEL STUDENT. A person enrolled at the graduate level for the first time. Includes graduate
students enrolled in the fall term who attended graduate school in the prior summer term.

FIRST-TIME FIRST-PROFESSIONAL STUDENT. A student enrolled for the first time in a first-professional degree program.
Includes first-professional students enrolled in the fall term who entered the institution in the prior summer term.

FIRST-TIME UNDERGRADUATE TRANSFER STUDENT. An undergraduate student entering the reporting institution for
the first time, but known to have previously attended another postsecondary institution at the undergraduate level. The student
can transfer in with or without credit.

FIRST-YEAR STUDENT. A student who has completed less than the equivalent of one full year of undergraduate work. For
example, less than 30 semester credits in a 120-credit degree program.

FOURTH YEAR AND BEYOND. An undergraduate student who has completed the equivalent of three years of full-time
undergraduate work. For example, at least 90 semester credit in a 120-credit degree program.

FULL-TIME STUDENT.

A Undergraduate student enrolled for 12 or more semester credits, or 12 or more quarter credits, or 24 contact hours a
week each term.

A Graduate student enrolled for 9 or more semester credits or 9 or more quarter credits or students involved in thesis or
dissertation preparation that are considered full time by the institution.

A First-Professional student as defined by the institution.

FULL-TIME-EQUIVALENT ENROLLMENT (FTE). A statistical enrollment unit used to represent a student enrolled for a
full course of study as defined by the institution. It is normally calculated by dividing total credit hours generated by 15 for

undergraduate students and by 12 for graduate students for a semester FTE; and by 30 for undergraduate students and by 24 for
graduate students for a full year FTE.

GRADUATE I STUDENT (CHAPTER 1V)

A student holding a bona fide bachelor's degree who has been admitted to the graduate division as a candidate for a
master's degree, an advanced degree, or a certificate.

GRADUATE I STUDENT (CHAPTER 1V)

A student holding a bona fide master's degree or advanced degree or certificate beyond the master's degree, who has been
admitted to a doctoral program. Also, a student holding a bona fide bachelor's degree who has been admitted to a doctoral
program and who has attained at least thirty semester hours toward the doctoral degree. Graduate II students can exist only
in programs for which the institution offers a doctoral degree.
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GRADUATE STUDENT. A student who holds a bachelor's or first-professional degree, or equivalent, and is taking courses at
the postbaccalaureate level. These students may or may not be enrolled in graduate programs (not to include students in first-
professional programs).

HISPANIC. A person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin,
regardless of race.

HOME-STUDY STUDENT. A student having the majority of certificate or degree course load (credit hours) taught by the
college by mail, radio, television, newspaper or the Internet.

IN-STATE STUDENT. As defined by the Illinois Student Assistance Commission. That is, to qualify as an in-state student,
one of the following two requirements must be met:

L. At least one parent, step-parent or court appointed guardian must reside in Illinois;
2. The self-supporting student must have lived in Illinois at least 12 consecutive months in some capacity other than
as a college student prior to the beginning of the school term.
IPEDS. An acronym for Integrated Postsecondary Education Data Systems. This series of data collection instruments
developed by the U.S. Department of Education's National Center for Education Statistics.

MASTER’S DEGREE. An award that requires the successful completion of a program of study of at least the full-time
equivalent of 1 but not more than 2 academic years of work beyond the bachelor’s degree.

NON-CREDIT COURSES. A course or activity having no credit applicable toward a degree, diploma, certificate, or other
formal award.

NON-DEGREE SEEKING STUDENTS. Students enrolled in courses for credit who are not recognized by the institution as
seeking a degree or formal award.

NON-RESIDENT ALIEN. A person who is not a citizen or national of the United States and who is in this country on a visa or
temporary basis and does not have the right to remain indefinitely.

QOFF-CAMPUS STUDENT. Students who are enrolled for any coursework in other than on-campus facilities.

OFFICTIAL FALL ENROLIMENT DATE. The date (in the fall) on which an institution must report fall enrollment data to
either the state, its board of trustees or governing board, or some other external governing body. This can be no later than
October 15. (AKA 10" day enrollment)

ON-CAMPUS STUDENT. Students who are enrolled exclusively in on-campus facilities.

OUT-OF-STATE STUDENT. A student who was legally domiciled outside Illinois but within the United States of America and
its possessions at the time of first admission to the institution.

PART-TIME STUDENT.
An Undergraduate student taking less than 12 semester or quarter credits during the semester or quarter.

A Graduate student taking less than 9 semester or quarter credits during the semester or quarter. Institutions not on a
semester or quarter calendar system are to report students taking less than three quarters of the institutionally defined
normal load as part-time students.

POSTBACCALAUREATE CERTIFICATE. An award that requires completion of an organized program of study requiring 18
credit hours beyond the bachelor's; designed for persons who have completed a baccalaureate degree, but do not meet the
requirements of academic degrees carrying the title of “master.”

POST-MASTER’S CERTIFICATE. An award that requires completion of an organized program of study of 24 credits beyond
the master’s degree, but does not meet the requirements of academic degrees at the doctoral level.
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PO ONDARY AWAR R A OR DIPL.OMA (A A B HAN 2 ACADEM ARS).
Requires completion of an organized program of study at the postsecondary level in at least 1 but less than 2 full-time equivalent
academic years, or designed for completion in at least 30 but less than 60 credits, or in at least 900 but less than 1,800 contact
hours.

PO ONDARY AWAR R A OR DIPL.OMA (A A B HAN 4 ACADEM ARS).
Requires completion of an organized program of study at the postsecondary level in at least 2 but less than 4 full-time equivalent
academic years, or designed for completion in at least 60 but less than 120 credits, or in at least 1,800 but less than 3,600 contact
hours.

QUARTER CALENDAR SYSTEM. An academic year consisting of three sessions called quarters of about ten to twelve weeks
each, excluding exams. The range may be from ten to fifteen weeks. There may be an additional quarter in the summer.

RACE/ETHNICITY. Categories used to describe groups to which individuals belong, identify with, or belong in the eyes of the
community. The categories do not denote scientific definitions of anthropological origins. A person may be counted in only one
group. The groups used to categorize U.S. citizens, resident aliens, and other eligible non-citizens are:

Non-Resident Aliens

Black, Non-Hispanic

American Indian or Alaskan Native
Asian or Pacific Islander

Hispanic

White, Non-Hispanic

SECOND-YEAR STUDENT. A student who has completed the equivalent of one year of full-time undergraduate work. For
example, at least 30 semester credits but less than 60 semester credits in a 120-hour degree program.

SEMESTER CALENDAR SYSTEM. An academic year consisting of 2 sessions called “semesters” of about 16 weeks each.
That range maybe from 16 to 18 weeks. There may be additional terms (semester) in the summer.

STATE OF RESIDENCE. A person's permanent address as determined by such evidence as a driver's license or voter
registration. For entering freshmen, residence may be the legal residence of a parent or guardian.

THIRD-YEAR STUDENT. A student who has completed the equivalent of 2 years of full-time undergraduate work. For
example, a student who has completed at least 60 semester credits but less than 90 semester credits in a 120-credits program.

TRANSFER STUDENT. A student entering the reporting institution for the first time but known to have previously attended a
postsecondary institution at the same level (e.g., undergraduate). The student may transfer with or without credit. You will
always use the most recent institution they have transfer from if more than one institution.

TRIMESTER CALENDAR SYSTEM. An academic year consisting of three terms of about 15 weeks each.

UNDECLARED/UNCTASSIFIED STUDENT. The classification for students who have enrolled for courses but have not been
officially accepted into one of the institution's authorized degree programs.

UNDERGRADUATE STUDENT. A student enrolled in a four or five year bachelor's degree program, an associate's degree
program, or a vocational or technical program below the baccalaureate.

UNIT ID NUMBER. A 6-digit number used by National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) to identify traditional
postsecondary education institutions.

WHITE, NON-HISPANIC. A person having origins in any of the original peoples of Europe, North Africa, or the Middle East
(except those of Hispanic origin).
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
